A&P Falmouth 

Falmouth has been very busy in quarter one 
having completed 5 P&O Ferry refits and 
currently working on the 6th PO Burgundy, 
due to sail 2nd April.  
 

 
We have also completed the James Fisher 
Everard tanker Forth Fisher, the first of 6 
scheduled refits in partnership with Fisher's in 
the 2007 long term arrangement.  
 
The major SLEP (Ship Life Extension 
Programme) on RFA Argus is on target to 
achieve CAD in March after a 7 month project 
programme. 
 
 
 

 
Other vessels currently in the yard include 
Bibby Sapphire undergoing modifications to 
bilge keels and diving equipment, RFA Largs 
Bay for a 28 day alongside maintenance 
period and Gardline's Ocean Researcher in 
No 3 dock for a refit and upgrade.  
 
Future stems include PO Kent and PO Dover 
for annual refits, RFA Mounts Bay for a 10 
day docking, Falmouth Oil Services Bunker 
barge Falmouth Jubilee and Hatherleigh, a 
converted Trawler.  
  
The plan to deepen the entrance channel 
from 5m to 7.5m and extend Queens wharf to 
400m with a depth of 9.5m is approved and 
we are carrying out the Environmental Impact 
Assessment at present to meet EU funding 
requirements. The dredging is planned for 
mid-2008 and the new wharf should be 
completed by mid-2009 which will improve 
both future wharfage available and vessel 
capacity.  
 
Planned investments in 2008 include 
upgrading of yard cranage, building and roof 
replacements to the Superintendents block 
and a major refurbishment to the dock blocks 
in No 2 dock.

During January and February we also carried 
out refit work on the P&O North Sea ferries, 
the Pride of York and Pride of Hull. These 
vessels followed hot on the heels of the 
departure of the Peace in Africa the second 
diamond mining vessel completed for De 
Beers Marine of South Africa which was one 
of the two major projects carried out during 
2006. 

The conversion of the former cable ship Dock 
Express 20 into the Diamond mining vessel 
Peace In Africa involved the fabrication and  
erection of some 2000 tonnes of steel, 
installation of 3 new Wartsila generator sets, 
2 reverse Osmosis plants, sewage treatment 
plant, 6500 metre of new pipework, an 
extensive electrical scope including 
switchboards, transformers and control plant. 
In addition to this some of the mining 
equipment scope was also in the A&P works. 

The other major project during 2006 was the 
marine scope for the upgrade of the Global 
Producer 3, the Maersk Oil and Gas FPSO. 
  
The yard regularly competes on a worldwide 
basis for major conversion works and its 
safety record, together with its high quality on 
time delivery capability has ensured a regular 
flow of work, particularly from offshore oil and 
gas clients at a time when this industry is 
showing high levels of activity. 
  

 
 
At its peak in the last year the yard has seen 
in excess of a 1000 men per day employed 
this includes its permanent work force 
together with sub contractors.

The Tees has had a good start to the year 
performing successful projects on the 
following vessels:- 
 
Arco Axe for Hanson Aggregates. This was 
a propulsion improvement Project which 
included the installation of a kort nozzle and 
general docking period repairs. 
 
Alpine Girl for Mermaid Marine. The work 
scope included the removal and replacement 
of 160m² of stainless steel deck in way of 
cargo tanks.  
 
The renewal of 8 tonnes of double bottom 
steelwork and general docking period repairs. 
 

Other clients during this period include DOF, 
Secunda Marine Services, Ocean Mainport, 
Pierse Contracting and Technip. 
 
All projects have been performed without any 
incidents or accidents.
